Program Overview

The goal of this program is to provide students with a summer experience that will be challenging, enriching, and personally rewarding.  Students will be paired up with a biomedical research lab where they will meet and interact with doctoral and postdoctoral students on a daily basis.  Students will learn some basic laboratory skills and will learn how to think analytically and creatively.  Students will also participate in lab meetings and journal clubs. · Attend a school where the majority of students are part of the Free and Reduced Meals (FARM) Program
Meets criteria for “low-income” (defined below) and must be:
· US citizen, non-citizen national, or foreign national who possesses a visa permitting permanent residence in the United States

· Must have completed freshman year of high school by June, 2022
For the purposes of SARE, a “low-income” student is defined as a child who lives in a household that has an income that does not exceed 200% of the Federal poverty level.
